For the young new comers in our school, we have catered a very different
learming platform for them to leam English, a new curriculum-——integrating drama,

films, fictions and short stories into 1 and 52 curriculum.

Learning English through language arts broadens our present task-based
curriculum in junior forms by producing a rich, authentic and school-based English
learning environment. It's closer to young students’ lives, more inspirational, more
engaging, more provoking and more fun than the grammar-inclined curriculum.
Above all, the new curriculum can facilitate 4 Cs development ( i.e. Creativity,
Communication 5kills, Collaboration and Critical Thinking ), the generic skills that
students should acquire in English leaming under the new Senior Secondary
Curriculum. It also supplements the restricted input of the conventional task-based
syllabus, expands students' language awareness, develops their interpretative abilities

and educates the whole person.

A change of curriculum is accompanied by a new drama teacher, Ms Lisa
Milne, from Scotland who designs a new syllabus and scheme of work and trains
our teachers in 51 Learning English through Drama. Simultaneously, a new drive is
formed from a taskforce of teachers committed to tailoring teaching resources for
51 and 52 Learning English through Films, Fictions and Short Stories.
