According to the official documents from
the Education Bureau (EDB), teachers with the best way of teaching
should arouse students' interest to study and take care of different
types of students.

To conclude, using Al is NOT the best way to help students learn
because it fails to meet the afore-mentioned standard, which is
arousing our interest to study and taking care of different types of
students.
