Introduction

Nowadays, the problem of runaway teenagers in Hong Kong is
aggravating. Hence, our centre conducted a survey to find out the
reasons why they ran away from home.

Reason for being a runaway youth

First and foremost, more and more teenagers run away in Hong
Kong society. It is attributed to arguments with their family. Living in
E Hong Kong, which is a city full of competition, Hong Kong students are
forced by their parents to attend tons of extra-curricular activities.
Consequently, they feel exhausted and scared of joining those
courses. The above reason is confirmed after we interviewed some

runaway teenagers. One of them claimed that his parents consistently
forced him to take part in extra-curricular events in order to make him
enter a prestigious college. Not being able to endure the tremendous
pressure, he argued with his family and ran away from home. This
case is just the tip of the iceberg as there are many teenagers facing
the same situation as the above interviewee. The survey conducted by
our centre also indicated that the percentage of adolescents running
away from their home due to family argument climbed from 17% in

2 to 61% in 2019. The percentage is surging. These surveys
[{ that the major reason why adolescents become runaway
y s they have arguments with their parents.

Running away from home, the runaway youths live under fear
as they have lost their accommodation. Adolescents are not able to
rent a flat; as a result, they usually sleep in the surrounding parks.
One of the interviewees shared her own experience. Before she came
to our centre, she used to sleep in parks. Every night, she slept under
insurmountable fear, as some gangsters or drug addicts might shout
at her or even attack her. She could only cover her body with
cardboard and wait until they left.

Apart from living under fear, runaway youths have to suffer from
starvation. The above interviewee also claimed that she could not
afford a burger in McDonald's as she did not have any income. She
could only afford to buy some bread for a few days, making her live
with hunger. The above interview demonstrated that runaway youths
suffer from fear and starvation constantly.

Suggestion

To deal with the aggravating situation, it is of paramount
importance that our social workers hold counselling sessions for the
runaway youths. Teenagers are not mature and calm enough to deal
with problems and arguments. It is hoped that the counselling
sessions can help the youths overcome their obstacles and build up
their confidence in fighting against their miserable living. It is patently
clear that the counselling sessions will benefit the runaway youths.
